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"Struck-by" hazards include any falling or flying objects and vehicle-related accidents, including being crushed by overturned vehicles or being struck by a vehicle.  Workers are at risk:  beneath cranes or scaffolding, near power tools, and when performing activities involving pushing, pulling, or prying so as to cause an object to become airborne.  Constructing masonry walls, for instance, is a dangerous project because of the tremendous loads supported and the instability of the structure during the building process.
